Feed the chickens, explore the vineyard, sit in the 
rockers on the front porch www.henscratchfarms.com 
Highlands Hammock State Park: One of Florida’s original 
state parks it offers a variety of short walking trails, a boardwalk 
over the cypress swamp, a park café, and picnic area. There 
are ranger-led tram tour daily that visits four ecosystems. If you

C o n s e r v a t i o n  C o r p  M u s e u m  at Highlands Hammock.  

Lake Placid Mural Tour & Scavenger Hunt: Lake Placid has 
over 35 murals and each one has a hidden item painted in 
them. Self-guided booklets are available at the Kenilworth 
Lodge’s front desk. Find the items in 25 of the murals and bring 
your answers back for a free gift. Lake Placid is approx. 15 min. 
drive south of Kenilworth Lodge. 

Indian Prairie Safari Ranch Tour: Operated by Archbold 
Biological Center, the 3-hour ranch tour is a fun, ride on a large 
swamp buggy through some of Florida’s most unique eco sys-
tems. Standard tours begin at 9:00 am. Tours can be scheduled

Sebring is located on Hwy 27, in south-central Florida, approximately 
1-1/2 hours south of Orlando and 2-1/2 hours north of Miami. If using 
a GPS for directions, enter the 836 SE Lakeview Dr, Sebring, FL 
33870. (This is a pre-EMT system change street number; most GPS 
systems have not updated yet.) You may also go to

Early Registration Deadline - February 1, 2010. 

Long Sleeve T-Shirt will only be guaranteed for riders registering by 
February 1. If you are mailing your registration, Feb 1 postmark will 
be accepted as early.
